Tips to share with your teacher
It may be helpful to share helpful strategies and information with your child’s new teacher.

Consider answering the following questions, and preparing a one page document.

Consider: 

· What is your child’s learning style? Consider, visual vs. auditory, repetition vs. peer modeling, etc.
· What are your child’s interests?

· What are areas of need for your child? Do they need timers, checklists, quiet surroundings?

· Meet with professionals, particularly your Occupational Therapists and get a list of sensory/movement suggestions for you to do prior to the start of school, as well as to share for the school day

· What are your child’s favorite things? These items may be useful motivators

· What are the best ways to calm your child down if needed?

· What do you use at home for rewards that you can share with your teacher?

· What friend’s does your child have, that they can be paired with at school whenever possible?

· Inform of allergies & other health related issues.
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  Introducing Daniel!
Daniel loves school, and being around other children. He does well when he is given visual schedules, and boxes to check off when activities are complete. Letting him know how much time there is to complete a task is helpful, as are visual timers.

Each day, he starts his day with exercise. He should get up and move every 30 minutes, whenever possible. Having him sharpen a pencil, return attendance to the front office, or return books to the library, as part of his regular schedule will help to keep him focused! Attached is a list of ideas from his Occupational Therapist.
Daniel responds well when you tap him slightly or gain his attention prior to giving whole group directions. He enjoys verbal praise, and notices and responds when others are being praised, making sure to do the right thing to earn your praise too!
Daniel enjoys reading, and is a very good reader. He likes to play games, particularly Uno and Sorry. He has a small set in his backpack to play with.

If Daniel is having a difficult time, have him write down his concerns first, and then speak to him about them. At home, he earns stars for a good day at school and on Fridays can earn a special outing. Please feel free to use this each day.

Daniel enjoys spending time with other kids, particularly Wyatt and Drake. If they can ever be paired up, that would be great!

Daniel is working on his handwriting. Please feel free to send extra homework home, and we will help support his school skills.
