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Visitor Observation Policy
Collaborating goals and treatment strategies with other team members of the students we support is important to us. In an effort to support collaboration, we provide daily pictures and explanations of activities from our program/curriculum when applicable, and quarterly progress reports that we encourage families to share with other team members.
To protect the confidentiality of the students at our clinic, the following Visitor Observation Policy has been put in place:

Outside visitors (those not directly treating or directly affiliated with a student coming to our clinic) may participate in a 15 minute scheduled tour/explanation of our clinic. Tours will not coincide with treatment occurring at the clinic. Tours may be conducted by any member of our team.

Observations by family members of children receiving services at our clinic are encouraged, and can occur during any session in which your child participates. We expect that the confidentiality of our students in classes observed will be held.

Team collaboration meetings may be requested by other support staff of a student receiving services at our clinic. 
In an effort to protect the confidentiality of all of our clients, “observations” of social skills groups is not permitted. This ensures the integrity and privacy of the work done in a small group format. Our team will work closely with outside professionals and support staff to share strategies, techniques goals and reinforcement procedures. Outside professionals are encouraged to visit our site, during a non-group session, when the student is here. Every effort will be made to share strategies, current prompting levels and toys used, by showing materials, pictures of activities and sharing data and paperwork. At times, the child may be present in an effort to model current strategies. A parent is required to be present at this meeting, and the team will meet to discuss and coordinate with each other, to ensure consistency across treatments. 
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
